The cowboy season is now in full swing, most clubs have a couple of 2025 shoots behind them 
already. Please see the calendar shoot dates.  
 

The Annual Free Shoot and membership meeƟng will be held at Breckenridge this year on July 
19th.  Thank you to the Sucker Creek crew for hosƟng us.  We will review the normal budgets, 
financials, clean match winners, etc… Of course, we will have our prize drawings as well.  We 
will be giving out a free shoot to Range War, Federal primers, and other goodies.  The Sucker 
Creek crew always has fun, well wriƩen stages, come on out and join us for the match and 
meeƟng.  
 

Sign up for Range War!  With Labor Day falling on September 1st this year our match is fully in 
August.  That means we are closer to the match than you think.  We are working hard to get 
everything in order.  Planning has been progressing for months.  
 

Good news – We are reworking our shotgun targets to reduce the lead splaƩer to the shooter, 
TO and spoƩers.  We tested four in May and will have twelve fixed this week for addiƟonal 
tesƟng.  If all goes well, we will rework all that we have prior to August.  
 

Blue Eyed DriŌer and Vix-N targets will be our main match sponsor this year.  You may see 
some new targets and shapes this year. We are looking for stage sponsors again, if interested 
contact me. RecogniƟon will be in the shooter’s handbook.  Note the handbook goes to print 
July 28th.  So, any and all submissions must be completed by then to make it into the book.  
 

AŌer much review and discussion, we plan to have more reloading equipment and supplies for 
our raffle this year. A Dillon XL750 is in the plans. Seems like this type of raffle prize is pre‐
ferred over some of the large prizes we have had over the last few years. Of course, bullets, 
primers and powder are also great prizes.

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Lastly, we have a few clubs that have fun two and three day matches coming up. Support your 
local clubs and have a great Ɵme at these matches.

· In August, Sucker Creek will have their annual 2-day on the 15th-16th.  Don’t miss the Friday 

aŌernoon Old School shoot, always a blast from the past.  
· Finally in September is the annual 2-day match at Sault Ste. Marie.  I know it’s a drive for
